i. Theword is not speaking of mental knowledge or simply an awareness of
information.

ii. The word means to have a personal, experiential knowledge of something
through close interaction.
c. Jesusechoed thisinJohn 14:15, linking obedience to intimate knowledge of God.

disciples.
